Effect of The degree of L1-L2 Idiom Similarity

This study investigates whether avoidance of L2 (Japanese) idioms is determined by the degree
of similarity to their L1 (Chinese) counterparts. Sixteen Japanese idioms were divided into four
groups based on L1-L2 similarity. Twenty-two Japanese native speakers and 23 Chinese-speaking
Japanese learners were tested on the 16 idioms (4 per group). All participants took a
multiple-choice test and a familiarity test, in that order. The results showed that idioms were not
avoided, and L1-L2 degree of similarity did not affect avoidance. However, familiarity of L2

idioms turned out to be afactor in idiom avoidance.
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
